This being a quasi-judicial proceeding, an oath was administered to those offering testimony, all responded affirmatively. Officer
Sterling advised all events occurred within the corporate limits of the City of Okeechobee. The Officer's notes, testimony,
photographs, and supporting documents were all entered as part of the official record.

Officer Sterling testified Case 15-013, Anthony Bertram, 1105 SW 7" Avenue, was in compliance as of December 31, 2018.
He said Mr. Bertram is requesting a reduction of the lien which accrued for 174 days at $15.00 per day totaling $2,610.00.
Magistrate Azcona asked when Mr. Bertram was first notified of the violation. Officer Sterling stated Mr. Bertram was originally
notified on January 27, 2015 to remove a structure being used for storage which was not permitted by Florida Building Codes.

Special Magistrate Azcona made a recommendation Case 15-013, Anthony Bertram, 1105 SW 7" Avenue be put on the
City Council agenda to be considered for a lien reduction.

Officer Sterling testified Notice of Violation/Notice of Hearing was sent via certified mail and received by property owner. Officer
Sterling stated he spoke with the property owner a couple of months ago, she said she would contact a lawn maintenance
company to mow the property. However, as of this date the property is still overgrown and remains in non-compliance.

Special Magistrate Azcona found Case No. 190325007, Marie Fenton, 700 Blk SE 12™ Avenue, to be in violation of Ch
30 Sec 30-43 Public nuisance and Ch 30 Sec 30-44 General cleaning & beautification, based on the testimony of Code
Officer Sterling and the evidence presented. Magistrate Azcona ordered property owner, Marie Fenton be given thirty
days after receipt of proper notification to come into compliance, if not in compliance by that date a fine of twenty five
dollars per day will be imposed.
